Clients are 
stimulated psychologically and physically by riding. The warmth and motion of the horse will benefit little used mus-
cles, and in many cases decrease muscle spasms. For the emotionally challenged, the partnership of the horse and 
rider can offer a whole new aspect of life, creating confidence and self-esteem. Aside from the many benefits, riding 
is fun! The horse provides the sturdy legs to take the rider as far as the imagination allows. A great opportunity to 
meet new people, animals and play games all while participating  in a very safety oriented unique therapy.
